General Rules and Regulations

Samaguri College always tries to maintain a congenial atmosphere for all-round
development of the students as well as the society. Students once admitted must be liable
to follow all the administrative and academic rules and regulations laid down by the College
Authority. Violation of rules and regulations in and around the college premises by the
students would be considered as a punishable offence and necessary actions will be taken
by the college. Students must have to respect all the Teaching Faculty and Non- Teaching
Staff as well as their seniors. Indiscipline and uncivilized behavior will not be tolerated in
any way.

Attendance

A student must have to attend minimum 75% classes in a semester framed by the Gauhati
University. Students whose attendance will be less than 75% will be considered as non-
collegiate & if his/ her attendance falls below 50% will be declared as “dis- collegiate”.

Examination

Students have to sincerely appear all unit or sessional examinations arranged by the
College & Gauhati University Semester End Final Examinations without any fail. Besides
they have to complete their Assignments, Practical Works and Projects for internal
assessment & evaluation; otherwise they will not be allowed to fill-up the examination form.

Within examination hall, each and every student must have to be sincere with their college
uniform, identity card and Admit Card. If any student adopts any unfair means or shows any
misbehavior to the Invigilator or Internal Examiner, he/ she will be expelled from the
examination hall and official actions will be taken.

Gathering, Organization, Social Media

Students can’t arrange any gathering or meeting in the college campus without prior
permission of the authority. Their activities, unions and organizations will be strictly
monitored by the College Administration. They should consult with the Teacher In-Charge
before doing so.

Abuse of smart phones and various social media plat-forms like WhatsApp, Facebook, and
YouTube regarding college related or any other sensitive matters will be considered as a
punishable offence under the jurisdiction of law.

Identity Card

College authority will issue identity cards to the newly admitted students and it is compulsory
to keep identity cards with them when they are within the college campus.




College Uniform

Uniform dress code within the college campus is compulsory. Unfair dress and shorts will
not be allowed.

Classes: Off line & Online

Regular off- line classes will be conducted in the college campus where students and
teachers will communicate face to face.

Moreover there will be provision of “Online Classes” also which will be arranged by the
respective departments so that the course curriculum can be continued even in the
unfavorable situations like “Covid 19- Pandemic”.

Courses

The college offers both Honours Course (HC) and Regular Course (RC) for under graduate
level. The courses are designed by the Gauhati University under the “Choice Based Credit
System” (CBCS).

Choice Based Credit System (CBCS)

Gauhati University introduced the Choice Based Credit System (CBCS) from the academic
session 2019- 20. In accordance with the UGC’s guideline, the courses are categorizes as
Core Course, Elective course and Ability Enhancement Courses.

An undergraduate Degree Programme with Honours in a discipline will have a requirement
of 148 course credit while an undergraduate Degree Programme without Honours (Regular
Course) will require 132 course credits.
